How many pools are at Disney's
Port Orleans Resort?

There are seven pools located
throughout Disney's Port Orleans
Resort. Located on our Riverside
section of the resort, five quiet
pools and our feature pool, '01
Man Island. On the French
Quarter section of our resort is our
feature pool, Doubloon Lagoon.
Feature pools and slides are
guarded; quiet pools are not. Pool
hours are seasonal and weather
permitting. Children under 12
must be accompanied by an adult.
For hours of operation, Touch
RECREATION on your in-room
phone. Pool towels are available at
each of the feature pools.
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How often do buses run at Wait
Disney World@ and where are
the bus stops?
Individual buses run to each of the
four theme parks. There is also a
bus to Disney's Blizzard Beach,
Disney's Typhoon Lagoon,
Downtown Disney@ Pleasure
Island and the Downtown Disney@
Marketplace. There are four bus
stops located throughout Riverside
and one bus stop located at the
French Quarter. Please refer to
your property map for the bus
stop closest to you.

The rivercruise leaves both Disney's Port Orleans
Resort marinas approximately every 20 minutes for
the Downtown Disney@ Marketplace.

How often does the rivercruise

The
last rivercruise leaves the
Downtown Disney@Marketplace
at 11:30p.m.
